This term the Preps have been introduced to AUSLAN, the sign language used by the 
Australian Deaf Community. Through stories, songs and games they have been learning 
the colours and counting to 10.

Grade 1/2’s
This term began by revising known signs as well as learning a little about the history of 
Auslan. Students have continued to build on their ability to sign the letters of the 
alphabet through games and songs.

Grade 2/3’s
This term students have explored a little about the history of Sign Language in Australia. 
Through games students have continued to build on their ability to finger spell and have 
enjoyed using quizzes to test their knowledge.

Grade 3/4’s & Grade 5/6’s
This term students have begun exploring the different components of a sign including 
Handshape, Orientation, Location, Movement & Expression (HOLME). Through games 
and quizzes, students have continued to build on their ability to finger spell and read 
finger spelling to enhance their communication in Auslan.
